The Senior Rank Toss is an event held every year where Seniors (12th grade cadets) are “auctioned off” for one day of service.  All proceeds go to the Senior class to pay for events planned and carried out by the class.  
The cadet who wins the bidding for a particular senior will be allowed to wear the rank and privileges afforded to the ranking cadet, along with the use of that Senior for things like room cleaning, shoe shining, book carrying, etc.  
The underclassmen can get very enthusiastic during the bidding so we want to make sure that you discuss this with your cadet. The bidding cadets (the underclassmen) must have any money spent pre-authorized by you! Indicate the maximum your cadet may spend. The auction varies greatly from year to year, but the lowest bid is usually around $25 for a non-high ranking Senior, and up to $3500 for a very popular Battalion Commander or Sergeant Major.  
Some underclassmen like to purchase the services of more than one Senior. It can be really entertaining just how creative the underclassmen can be when finding items for the Seniors to do!
This is an event that is fun for the Cadet Corps, the parents, and the grandparents in attendance! It will take place on the beach front area of our campus.
